| "RESOLUTION OF GOVERNMENT

The question of revision of t'ravellingrallowance rules and rates in respect of the State

 Government Employees has been considered simultaneously alongwith the revision of the pay

scales. The Government is pleased to direct that the provisions of certain travelling allowance
rules and rates while on tour and transfer, should be revised as shown in the following paras.
Other provisions of travelling allowance rules and the orders contained in Government
Resolutions cited above, shall continue to operate. - ‘ ‘

2. The term “pay’ for the purpose of these orders refers to pay in the revised scale of
pay promulgated under the Maharashtra Civil Services (Revised Pay) Rules, 1988. Till the pay
in the revised scale is fixed, the term * pay ’ shall include besides pay in the existing scale, appro-

~priate dearness allowance and ad hoc dearness allowance, two interim reliefs at the rates
admissible as on 1st January 1986 plus 20 per cent ad hoc increase on basic pay subject to
a minimum of Rs. 75 per month, In the case of persons who are appointed in Government
service on or after 1st January 1986, the term * pay ’ shall mean the minimum of the revised scale
sanctioned for the post which they are holding, till their pay is fixed in the revised scale.

... 1n the case of employees, who opt to retain the pre-revised scales of pay, the term * pay *
will include, besides pagr in pre-revised scale of pay, appropriate dearness allowance and ad hoc
dearness allowance and: interim reliefs thereon at the rates applicable as on: Ist January 1986.

The
travelling allowance claims in connection with tour/transfers commencing on or after 1st
September 1988 which have already been settled according to the provision of old rules or orders,

1988 but within a period of six months from the date of his taking over charge at the new Head-
quarters/date of retirement, revised provisions contained in para 10 shall be applicable.

Departments/Offices from their sanctioned grants. - .

14. The existing provisions of the Bombay Civil Services Rules, 1959 in this respect should
be deemed to have been amended to the extent of the provisions of this Resolution. A formal
amendment to these rules will be made in due course.
