NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No0.SRV.2017/CR-462/desk-12 .— In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules
further to amend Maharashtra Civil Services (Requirement of Knowledge of Computer Operation) Rules,
1999, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Requirement of Knowledge of Computer
Operation) (Amendment) Rules, 2018.

2. In the Maharashtra Civil Services (Requirement of Knowledge of Computer Operation) Rules,
1999 (hereinafter referred to as “the principal Rules”), in rule 4 ,—

(a) to clause (a), the following proviso shall be added, namely :(—

“ Provided that, if such person fails to submit a Certificate within the prescribed
time limit in accordance with this clause or the time limit as extended by the various orders
issued by the Government in this behalf, from time to time, then the increment of such
person shall be withheld from the expiry of such time limit till such person submit the Certificate
or till such person is exempted from submitting the Certificate under rule 5; and during such
period, such person shall not be considered for getting the next promotion ;”;

(b) to clause (b), the following provisos shall be added, namely :—

“ Provided that, if such person fails to submit a Certificate within the prescribed
time limit in accordance with this clause, then the increment of such person shall be withheld
from the expiry of such time limit till such person submit the Certificate or till such person is
exempted from submitting the Certificate under rule 5; and during such period, such person
shall not be considered for getting the next promotion and in case of the Probationary
Officers or employees, the period of probation shall not be considered as completed :

Provided further that, when the person whose increment is withheld as per the
proviso to clause (a) or proviso to clause (b), and such person submits the Certificate or is
exempted from submitting the Certificate under rule 5, then such withheld increment shall
be admissible to him on the date of submission of a Certificate or the date on which he
becomes eligible for exemption under rule 5 and such increment shall be accrued as if it
was not withheld; and such person shall not have any right to get arrears due for the period
of withholding of increment.”.

3. For rule 5 of the principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted and shall be deemed to
have been substituted with effect from the 2nd September 2003, namely :—

“ 5. Exemption from producing the Certificate.— Every Government servant who has attained
the age of fifty years shall be exempted from producing the Certificate.”.

4. After rule 5 of the principal Rules, the following rule shall be inserted and shall be deemed to have
been inserted with effect from the 19th March 2003, namely :—

“5A. Exemption from producing the Certificate to the Drivers.— Every person who is
appointed as a Driver in any Government Department shall be exempted from producing the
Certificate.”.

5. Rule 6 of the principal Rules shall be deleted.
